« MOST AMERICANS do not attend church, have a personal
relationship with Jesus, do not read/study/memorize or live by
God's Word, and are not fully devoted and oriented as followers of
JESUS. What would our country be like if it were the other way
around? What if instead of only 5% of people following Jesus, 95%
followed Him?



. Read Acts 1:8. Have you ever felt unqualified to be His witness? What
does reading Acts 1:8 make you think about that? How can you, as a
witness qualified by the Holy Spirit, be a resource to those who will be
served by our Tiny Town campus and what practical steps can we take
to help?

o Acts 2:47 says: And the Lord added to their number day by day those
who were being saved. It's the heart of God to grow the church. When
did you start attending LifePoint? Tell the group how you came to be
here and how it's been a blessing in your life.

- Read Ephesians 3:8-10. God worked through Paul (the very least of all
the saints) to make His word heard through the local church. If God
could work through Paul, He can work through you.
