ENCOURAGE

Take ownership of your own devotion to Jesus.  What you
pay attention to,  what you l isten to,  what you WATCH.. .  and
what’s in your heart!  Think about this;  what are you
currently al lowing INTO the INPUTS of your l i fe? Your eyes,
ears,  your heart? Are you guarding your heart?

Romans 8:38-39 tel ls us that nothing in al l  of creation can
separate us from God’s love toward us.  I f  it ’s true that nothing
wil l  separate us from God’s love for us then why would we let
anything in our l ives separate us from our love for Him? Examine
your heart this week and make a commitment to God, from
today forward, nothing wil l  separate us from God’s love.
